AIR SPRING REMOVAL

1. Set steering to straight ahead.

2. Raise vehicle and remove applicable rear wheel. (Figure 1)

3. Deflate the air spring using the diagnostic tool.

4. Disconnect the air line and remove the air line fitting. (Figures 2, 3, 4)

Prior to inserting the existing air line into the new 
air strut you will need to remove the old original 
equipment air line fitting and discard.

NOTE:
Scratches and/or deep cuts in the air line 
can result in possible leaks. Inspect the air 
line before insertion. Air line needs to be 
replaced if damaged.

5. Remove the plastic trim underneath the bottom of the air spring. (Figures 5, 6)

AIR SPRING INSTALLATION

1. Install the air spring into the vehicle and ensure that the top of the air spring locks securely into the 
mount clip. (Figures 8, 9)

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2. Install the air line into the air spring fitting by inserting the air line into the fitting firmly until it stops. 
(Figure 10)

3. Ensure the air spring is properly and securely seated. (Figure 11)

4. Inflate the air spring using the diagnostic tool.

5. Reinstall the applicable wheel.

6. Lower the vehicle.

7. Air spring installation complete.
